1. Eligibility

- Registered/enrolled students of SNU
- Students left SNU due to leave of absence
- Domestic/Foreign exchange students

X [Graduating students] For Summer 2024 graduation, only students who registered Spring

semester can take Summer Session courses and graduate. If students did not register Spring
semester and take Summer session courses, they cannot graduate on this August even if graduation
requirements are fulfilled.

X [Students currently serving military service] In principle, students should register Summer session

courses after serving organization's confirmation. Based on Military Service Act or Regulations of
Military service organizations, these students might not be allowed to take courses.

- Attachment: attach supporting documents which shows instructor’s approval of each
overlapping courses (e-mail/SMS/kakaotalk, etc.)

- If students couldn't register any of courses or course quota is full, get instructors approval for
quota-exceeding registration in email and attach the file in the request link
